You will need to have your paperwork served on the other party after it is filed

with this Court and signed by the Judge.   You need to have a third party serve the 
papers or the Sheriffs Department serve them for you.  It is your responsibility to 
arrange for service. 
(
Attend your Court date.    Even if you did not accomplish service on the other party, or you no longer wish to pursue the restraining order, you need to appear in Court and advise the Court of your situation. 

(
If the Court grants your request for a restraining order you will need to fill out the 
Restraining Order After Hearing, make 5 copies and turn the original and copies into 
Family Court Services.   If you do not do this you will not have an active Restraining 
Order.  This is a requirement and must be completed for you to be protected.

Call or come into Family Court Services 24 to 48 hours after you turned in
